Edfu Temple: The largest temple dedicated to Horus, depicted as a man with a falcon head and
son of Isia and Osiris.

Temple of Hathor and Dendera: One of the best-preserved temple complexes of ancient
Egypt and is dedicated to the goddess Hathor, the goddess of motherhood, love and joy.

And experience a Nubian Village. Nubians are an indigenous people in southern Egypt (similar
to our Native Americans).
